School Plan for Shared Student Achievement

What is it?

This is a plan that describes how Prescott South
Middle will provide opportunities to improve family
engagement to support student learning.

How is it revised?

Parents can also retrieve a copy of the plan in the parent
resource center located in the counseling center.
