● Communicate with my teachers if there is
something I do not understand or with which I
need help. Methods of communication may
include but are not limited to communication
during class time or through email, Remind,
or Google Classroom.

● Return all teacher/parent communication:
notes, progress reports, report cards, etc.
within an appropriate set time (e.g. 1 week for
progress reports and report cards, the
following school day for notes).

● Student needs to meet with teachers after an
absence(s) to receive any missed work.
